 Approval of Minutes 
Motion by Trustee Gaeta, seconded by Trustee Arnet, to approve the Planning, Building & Zoning Committee meeting minutes of September 1, 2022.  Voice vote taken.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS
1. Request by the Jade Group for a courtesy review of a multi-family development located at 2354-2360 Hassell Road.
An item summary sheet from Jennifer Horn was presented to Committee.

Representatives from the Jade Group addressed the Committee and provided details of a proposed multi-family apartment complex that includes a conversion of the existing four single-story office buildings into four-story apartment buildings.  Each building would include 32 market rate apartments, for a total of 112 units with a mix of 1, 2 and 3 bedrooms.  The petitioner indicated that the current structures would be able to support the 3-story additions on each building per initial discussions with a structural engineer.  The buildings would maintain the existing layout for access and parking locations.

The Committee inquired about parking on the site and indicated the number of parking spaces, with handicapped spaces, may not be sufficient for the number of units proposed.  The petitioner was encouraged to find additional parking on the site.  Additionally, the Committee expressed their support for a project such as this and that it is a nice addition to the area.
2. Request authorization to award a contract for the Zoning and Development Code Update to Teska Associates Inc., Evanston, IL, in an amount not to exceed $137,000.
An item summary sheet from Jennifer Horn and Phil Green was presented to Committee.
Phil Green addressed the Committee and reviewed key issues with the existing Code.  Teska would be assisting with modernization of the Zoning Code as well as the Subdivision Code and would creat an easy to read Code, with updated development standards that support economic development as well as supporting the implementation of the Village’s plans, including the Western Area Plan and Barrington Road I-90 Sub Area Plan.

Motion by Trustee Gaeta, seconded by Trustee Arnet, to award a contract for the Zoning and Development Code Update to Teska Associates Inc., Evanston, IL, in an amount not to exceed $137,000.  Voice vote taken.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

3. Request direction for the Planning and Zoning Commission to hold a public hearing to consider amendments to the Zoning Code regarding standards for special uses on properties included within an adopted sub area plan, as well as related changes to the site plan standards in the Subdivision Code.
